FCC Jr Update - Entering Teams, Essay deadline 
 
All: 
 
Registration has closed for the Future City competitions. We have 28 schools signed up for the 
Junior competition here in North Texas! (Wow – almost doubling last year’s registration.) You 
can see the list online at the Junior Team Center: www.dfwfuturecity.org/team_junior.html.  
 
On that website you will also find the Future City Junior Overview Description (you should also 
have received those in a previous email), the specific rules and rubrics for the Essay and Model, 
the schedule and resources for helping with the project. 
 
TEAM CENTER: ENTER TEAMS AND REGISTER MENTORS 
If you haven’t already done so, log into the online Team Center and enter your teams … it will 
help us with facilities planning since we have a record number of schools enrolled this year. 
Also, you will need to do this before you can submit any deliverables. Note: team names must 
be unique – you will get an error message if the team name has already been used.
